Afterwards, all the students met with refugees that are at the campus we went to. This meeting was mind-blowing. I never knew how difficult it was for the refugees to get out of their situation, or reach a better country. And only now do I understand how bad they feel, because some leave their families behind, and live with the idea that they will lose them at any point. Following this meeting, we’ve had the Speakers Corner, which was really fun. I loved it. I loved seeing how people responded to certain situations, and their opinions on different subjects. 
 On the third day, Wednesday the 29th of March, we’ve had a really cool presentation about active citizenship and about how us, as the citizens, and the government should behave in a society. The presentation opened my mind on how I should behave in society, and how everyone should. After that, we went on a trip to the  City Hall, where we talked to the 2nd Mayor, who told us a lot of things about the Varde Municipality, and how the Mayor’s Office helps any people that require help, be it at the purchase of land, or opening a new business, or even how they help the school system. When we returned to the Campus, we were placed in groups, and each group had to make “The Ideal country of C.L.I.C.K.”, which was really fun to do, as I saw what the others, in my team or in other teams, wanted from an ideal country, that they could create from scratch. 
The fourth day, Thursday the 30th, we went on a trip to Ribe, which was my favourite activity. The students got a lot closer to each other, we talked a lot, had lots of fun together,  both in the bus and while outside, visiting. But on top of that, I loved seeing Ribe, which is now my favourite city in the entire world, because of how it keeps its traditions, and old architecture. We’ve learnt about how high school works in Denmark, we’ve had a Watchman, who got me really impressed by how much this country cares for its tradition, that guided us trough the city, and told us stories about it. I loved this trip, especially because I didn’t expect it to be so mesmerizing. 
The last day, 31st of March. We’ve went to a Aquatic Museum where we visited a “Petrol  Station”, where we learnt about how one works, look, and how important it is, but most of all, I loved learning so much stuff about them, that I never knew before. Afterwards, we’ve visited the Fish Museum, where I saw a ton of live fish, with all kinds of colours and shapes. Following the visit at the live fish, we watched how the Seals at the pool next to the museum got fed, by a caretaker, and I was really surprised by how nice and beautiful seals are. Before the trip, we presented our Ideal countries, and I loved seeing both the teachers and students laugh at how creative each country got. Aside, we’ve also given our feedback on the week, and our certifications.
